In each species the nondivergent paralogs have significantly fewer transcripts per gene using this measure.  Student’s t-test was used to calculate the significance of the differences in mean number of transcripts. The asterisks indicate the significance of the difference as compared to exon divergent paralogs, **p < .01 *p< .05. 
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
