Motifs 1 (red) and 2 (blue) are very similar to those previously described {Roberts et al, 1989; Roberts et al., 1987}.  B) Each intergenic region has multiple copies of the motifs, generally with motif 3 most promoter proximal, followed by motif 1 and then motif 2.
